I would like to make a point to
software companies (Ocean and

US Gold). Whenever they make a

Speccy game they usually print
Amiga or Atari 5T screenshots
on the back of the box. A lot of
Spectrum games which cost £10
or more are in black and white.

Additionally, the packaging is
produced ages before the game
is released as it is a time
consuming job — production of
boxes usually begins as soon as
some graphic screens are ready
to stick on the box.
